TAMIT Board Meeting

Introductions

Treasurer’s Report: Mary Hester presented the treasurer’s report. TAMIT’s current balance at the bank is $1271.47. 

Tax return: Mary Hester will call Mark Partlow, TAMIT’s CPA to inquire about the tax return. Deadline was on March 15. 

TAMIT’s web page: Constantina shared information on the need for having a TAMIT web page. Constantina will ask Guillermo Umbria to confirm if domain is still active. Andy Callender is officially the Coordinator of the project of developing a web site for TAMIT besides being co-chair of the Membership Committee along with Espi Ralston. Andy will send an action plan in the next days explaining the timeline he would consider for developing this project. Constantina will e-mail Andy TAMIT’s logo for using in the web page development. 

Educational events: TAPIT and TAMIT will continue their collaboration in Educational Events. TAMIT’s main purpose is to promote everything related to medical interpreting. TAPIT’s Medical Interpreting Committee’s main purpose is to organize the Medical Friday. The Educational Series is a basic service offered by TAMIT and attracts several people. TAMIT’ s Educational Committee will put together a list of events for the remaining of 2010. TAMIT members do not pay fees for attending TAMIT’s Educational Events.  Non-members may pay $50.00 to attend a TAMIT Educational Event; this fee will include a TAMIT membership. Non-members that do not wish to become TAMIT members but still want to attend the event may pay $15.00 for attendance only. 

Membership Issues: Active membership remains at $30.00 / year for students only. Students are defined as individuals graduated from the Level I of the Certificate Course for Medical Interpreters (or equivalent). Students have 12 months after graduation date to become TAMIT members at the preferred fee. After the 12 months they pay the regular fee as any other active member ($50.00). 

There is a need to organize a “Thank You” note action to send to all those renewing their TAMIT membership. A responsible party needs to take on this task. 

Potential members would benefit from receiving a prepaid envelope on the mail with the membership renewal form and a “Why join TAMIT?” flyer.

Constantina will update the TAMIT benefits’ flyer and send it to Espi and Andy.

Constantina, Andy and Espi need to agree on who will print the membership renewal forms as well as the “Why join TAMIT?” flyer (preferably in color). Constantina will send a list with potential names of people to contact for TAMTI membership. The list will be circulated among the members of the Board and the Membership Committee for everybody’s input. After everyone’s input has been received Espi and Andy will use this list to start the mailing process of sending out membership applications.

TAMIT’s PO Box: One person needs to take on the duty of checking the PO Box at least once a month. It was suggested that Marc Friedman takes on this duty. Other people such as Mary Hester, Andy Callender, Constantina Baldwin, and Espi Ralston also offered to assist in case Marc Friedman is unable to take on this duty. We will wait to hear from Marc first. 

TAMIT Sponsors: Arkansas Spanish Interpreter and Translators expressed interesting in becoming a TAMIT Sponsor (or member at the corporate level). Pharmaceutical companies and other companies related to the field of medical interpretation such as Cyracom were also mentioned at the meeting.
